Benefits:
· Our 2020 FAM Tour is a 10-day (Inclusive) tour, not the 4, 5 or 6-day “Overview Tour” many companies offer.

· Visit special sites not included in many tours.

· There is no contract to sign, no pressure, and no nightly meetings. Pastors are requested to attend only 1 brief evening meeting, otherwise evenings are free!  

· EHT FAM Tour pastors receive VIP treatment everywhere they go.  

· When a pastor returns within 18 months with a group of at least 15 paying passengers, we refund $1000 of their FAM tour cost. 

· Pastors who return with a group receive 1 free tour for each 5 paying passengers - every sixth passenger is free. We also pay commission on unused frees.
Note: “Bait and Switch” pricing is not uncommon in the travel industry…even with some companies offering Holy Land tours. With Ed Hill Tours, the price you see advertised is the price you pay…no hidden fees in the fine print. We have noticed that certain tour companies will advertise a seemingly very low price in bold print for a Pastors FAM tour (or other tours), which excludes the Carrier Imposed Surcharge, formerly the Airline Fuel Surcharge. This is a mandatory fee charged by most airlines over the basic ticket price. On a roundtrip flight from the U.S. to Israel, this amount can be over $600! That is not an insignificant amount, and certainly not an oversight by the tour company. It is simply one of the oldest types of bait and switch. When they read the fine print, we believe pastors and tour leaders are too wise to fall for such a tactic. 

We simply don’t believe Bait & Switch is an honest way to do business. As a result, most of our clients become “clients for life”, and their referrals account for a large portion of our continuing business.
